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Calls to limit ammo are 
direct threats to freedom.

People proposing it 
should be arrested.

People with little or no

appreciation of the Right to
Keep and Bear Arms are
questioning how much
ammunition a person can
own. Deep-end anti-rights
bigots have even ludicrous-
ly suggested the Second
Amendment doesn’t protect
“bullets” at all (showing com-
plete ignorance of the subject). I
recently published this statement
in American Handgunner, a major
national newsstand magazine,
and I stand behind it 100 percent:

How can you tell if a new law is
any good? If the law promotes
or enhances freedom, it may be
a good idea. If on the other hand
it will curtail a freedom we
already have it is probably a bad
idea. I put all new proposals up
against this standard – gun law
or otherwise. Most new gun laws
fail right there. For example,
calls to limit ammunition in
any way reduce your
freedom. Bad law.
Bad.

Does this mean,
no limits at all on
ammunition a per-
son can own and
possess? “Isn’t that
a little extreme?” I
can hear my liberal
relatives scream.
Shouldn’t there be some
practical limit on how much ammo a
person can stockpile? Doesn’t government
have something to say about it? Can you really
have five million rounds?

Ah, reducio ad absurdum, the easy retreat of
the simple mind – make things absurd. C’mon –
no one stores five million rounds. Let’s get real.
Just think of the weight! But – proposals have
been dropped by legislators for three-digit limits
(in the hundreds). Reference has even been made

to foreign standards, where ammo must be stored
at the range, and every single round accounted
for in a book.

But let’s go the distance and consider five mil-
lion personal rounds. And how about...for each
caliber gun you own, or might own. I can imag-
ine some of you getting pretty excited at the
thought! But it still remains absurd. No one has
room, or probably money for that much fine
ammo, in even one spec, let alone a dozen. So

how much ammo are we really talking
about here?

OK, now we’re really talking. What
we’re talking about when someone
says there should be limits on your
freedom to own ammunition, some-
one is talking about how much free-
dom you can have. It’s not about
ammunition. It’s about a totalitarian
model, the communist model – to
each according to his need. Some-
one gets to decide for you. In Ameri-

ca, no one is in charge of how
much you can have – of any-
thing. You remember the phrase:
it’s a free country. It’s what makes
us great.

You get to decide, in a free
market. Big problem number one is
when anti-rights people open the
conversation on limiting the amount
of ammo you can own. They talk

ammo on the one hand,
to distract using
ignorant fear, while
manipulating with

the unseen hand. It is the slip-
pery slope leading to how many
shoes you can own, how many
watts your lightbulbs can be,
where you can set your thermo-
stat in the winter.

Ammo is no different than
books or any other private proper-
ty – it is constitutionally protected
property, same as guns, so let’s
understand this before we start
setting limits on any of your pre-

cious freedoms. Guns aren’t just
guns, they are tangible expressions of

your freedoms, right there in your hands.
Who’s in charge of telling you how many

books you can own? Can you own five million?
Where would you put them all? That’s your prob-
lem, just like the ammo. But ammo is dangerous,
what if there’s a fire? Right, five million books and
fire is not something you want to store together
either, absolutely.

“How Much Ammo Wou     
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In fact, storing anything in quantity, if it truly
poses a public health hazard, is an issue for you
and your community organizers. Your right to
read doesn’t empower you to pose an imminent
and unreasonable threat to my house next door.
It’s not about ammo, books or any named prod-
uct. It’s my rights vs. yours.

Singling out ammo or any specific property for
special treatment is a red flag alerting you to mis-
chief afoot – that’s how tyrants get their nose
under the tent. It’s the asking for control that
identifies the problem, not the items they use as
levers. Asking for control over ammo is just an
easy lever to use against the ignorant. Gun haters
will go after guns any way they can. But it is free-
dom they are attacking.

“But what would you do with so much
ammo?” they will innocently ask. “Who needs
that much?” as if it is their business what you
do with your property. An easy and deceptive
lever to use against your rights, ammo makes it
sound more plausible to act against you. Right
– and who needs five million books, and what
business is it of theirs? Look at all the harm
you could do with five million books. Say
what? Books?

More deaths can be attributed to the com-
munist manifesto than all the armed criminals
in history. Imagine if they taught that in
schools. Instead we hear how Cuba is our
friend, and it’s not even called communist
Cuba any longer, a brutal, heavily armed intol-
erant tyrannical dictatorship.

Riddle me this: If we’re talking about five mil-
lion Bibles or Korans, which are only just books,
and they’re being given to fundamentalists to
foment religious fundamentalism and convert
people, then how little ammunition do you think
you or your supporters should set as my limit?
Maybe you should enforce ammo limits on the
people with those books, but how exactly would
that work? Which of those two religious groups
would you limit, subarm, or disarm? And how on
Earth could you do it?

No matter how I slice this loaf, the moral com-
pass keeps pointing to true north (a phrase from
Jews for the Preservation of Firearms Ownership
(jpfo.org): Ammo limits are wrong. They infringe
and so are forbidden. They are “gun control, evil,
a false promise of safety leaving innocent people
helpless and opening the door to oppression and
genocide” (JPFO’s definition).

Calls to limit ammunition in any way are
always selective – aimed at disfavored groups,
leaving “authorities” and elitist groups heavily
armed and unaffected. Combatants, criminal ele-
ments, dangerous people, even our enemies get
functionally excluded from those plans.

Magazine Limits Are Ammo Limits Too
What police and authorities know, when calls

to limit magazine ammo capacity come up, is
that: 1.) They’re not going to participate in any
way shape or form because, 2.) Less ammo is
more dangerous.

When you face a deadly threat, among the
lethal dangers you face is running out of ammo.
Running low is one of the worst feelings you can
experience. Running out is mortal peril. When
you know you are facing a mortal threat – you
take extraordinary steps to prevent it. Start
reloading now.

Forcing the public into the dangerous sub-
armed mode of inadequately supplied, even by
lowering magazine capacity, ought to be grounds
for criminal charges against the authorities who
vote for it and enforce it. It is direct infringement
without doubt.

Ammo limits create such a dangerous condi-
tion with which no law enforcement officer will
go along, proof in the pudding. Find the officers
who agree their magazines should have reduced
capacity. They’ll walk off the job before accepting
such a preposterous condition of employment.
Why should the public be subjected to such
inanity? The people implementing this are tyrants,
there is no other word for it. Well, maybe ignora-
mus in some cases, with a sprinkling of useful
idiots and hoplophobes.

Equating crime control with any sort of ammo
limits is silliness and deceptive, since criminals
found with any ammunition are subject to arrest,
and have been since ammo was invented. They
don’t become more criminal or subject to harsher
arrest for the size of their ammo cabinet (although
multiple guns can yield multiple indictment
counts). A single round fired in a criminal way
subjects you to being killed without trial on the
spot. We have no greater penalty.

So the size of your stash, and the size of your
on-belt supply are the red line in the sand on
infringement. What is infringement? There it is,
and the people enforcing it are over the line.
Reducing the amount of ammo you can have,
either in total amount or carried on your person,
is dangerous, infringing, and the people responsi-
ble for and enforcing such contemptible laws
deserve severe punishment.

How low would they have to cut off your arms
before you cried Uncle Sam?

feed several rifles.

The BL 550 is essentially an RL 550B without the
automatic priming and powder systems. Capable of
loading over 160 calibers – just like the RL 550B – it
uses any manufacturer’s standard 7/8” x 14 reloading
dies. It’s priced comparably with other manufacturers’
turret presses; yet unlike them, it’s fully upgradeable
to Dillon’s Progressive RL 550B loader!

The interchangeable toolhead (Page 15) makes it
quick, easy and inexpensive to change calibers. For
example, if you load .30-06 for elk, .243 for deer and
.22-250 for coyotes, you don’t even have to change
the shellplate. You simply pull two pins and swap the
toolhead with your .30-06 dies to another toolhead
with your .22-250 or .243 dies in less than 30 sec-
onds! The additional toolheads are $22.95 each, or
$20.95 each if you buy three or more – if you load for
several rifles it’s a no-brainer! Once you get your dies
adjusted, you’ll never have to re-set them.

A powder measure adapter (bottom right photo) is
available if you want to use a manual measure that
you already own. Or, if you want to weigh every
powder charge you load, it’s easy – you can use a
powder trickler with the powder die/funnel assembly
that comes with the BL 550.

Dillon’s Shooting MatDillon’s Shooting Mat
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Reviewed by Peter Caroline
About 25 years ago, I bought my

first Dillon reloader, a Square Deal. It
was not a Square Deal ‘B’. They didn’t
have a ‘B’ back then, but it was still
one giant step up from my old single-
stage press. As I recall, I ordered it in
.38 Special and, as time went by, or-
dered extra toolheads in .45 ACP,
9mm Luger, .357 Magnum, .40 S&W
and .44 Magnum.

In a vain attempt to keep my load-
ing bench in some semblance of
order, I needed a means of storing all
these toolheads when they were not
in use. I finally resorted to a vertical
hardware storage unit with individual
clear plastic drawers. Not very ele-
gant, but it worked. 

In later years, I acquired an RL
550B, and then an XL 650. Both of
these advanced reloaders had acces-
sory toolhead stands available, but my
trusty old Square Deal got no such re-
spect. As John F. Kennedy once said,
“Life is not fair.”

It took some years, but finally justice
has been served. Dillon now offers
toolhead stands for the SDB. Unlike its
RL 550B and XL 650 compatriots, the
SDB toolhead stand is finished in a
handsome black crackle finish with a
white Dillon logo, which matches the
Strong Mount. Each one handily ac-
commodates the toolhead, powder
measure, dies and caliber conversion
components, neatly and in plain view.

Our sizing/depriming dies feature a unique “floating

decap assembly” with a snap spring that throws the spent
primer off the pin and eliminates the problem of primer
“draw back” that often occurs when decapping military
brass. The primary feature of Dillon’s size die design – the
long, tapered carbide ring with a radiused opening –
remains unchanged.

Dillon’s Rifle Die Sets
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By Cameron Benz
It wasn’t really so long ago there weren’t very

many options for improving an AR-15. As time
progressed, first came some variants of the rifle it-
self. Shortly thereafter, like many enthusiast-re-
lated things, a small aftermarket began. Like a
snowball headed downhill, it began to grow.
Drop-in Picatinny handguard replacements, vari-
ous sighting system mounts for the carrying han-
dle, triggers, etc. Then someone had the idea to
ditch the carrying handle altogether and replace it
with a Picatinny rail, as well. This burgeoning af-
termarket had a lot of good stuff and a huge
amount of garbage (either in concept, quality, or
both). Several companies set themselves apart
from the others as innovative manufacturers of
quality parts. One of the best was and is AXTS
Weapons Systems. I thought Blue Press readers
might be interested in seeing what AXTS has to
offer in the way of AR parts.

The Raptor
One of AXTS’ best-known products is the

Raptor Ambidextrous Charging Handle. Made
from 7075 aluminum and milspec anodized, the

Raptor accommodates most techniques for ma-
nipulating the charging handle. Whether that in-
volves blading with the support hand, treating it
like a handle with the firing hand, or even ma-
nipulating the rifle or carbine left-handed, the
Raptor is game. When handling the Raptor,
you’ll note that all surfaces you’re likely to touch
are nicely beveled and deburred. Something else
that sets the Raptor apart, the roll pins are signif-
icantly larger than on the original milspec part,
as well as the vast majority of aftermarket units
available. In an effort to please most people, at
the time of this writing the Raptor is available in
black, black with burnt bronze, nickel boron,
black with Flat Dark Earth (FDE), and black with
tungsten gray. There was even a limited run of
100 pieces made of titanium and called the Free-
dom Bone, for EraThr3 (a boutique gun com-
pany). They went so far as to serial number them.

When I asked AXTS CEO Eric Andersen what
led up to the creation of the Raptor, he ex-
plained it was borne of an industry need for a ro-
bust and durable ambidextrous charging handle
that also had a minimal tendency to get hung up
on gear. I’ve been using a Raptor for several
months now and have decided it’s the only one
I’ll use. I’ve been impressed by the design, and
went so far as to sell off all my other name brand
charging handles.

The Talon
Traditionally, I haven’t been a fan of ambidex-

trous safety selectors on AR-pattern rifles. Most use
a screw or bolt to secure the passenger side pad-
dle, and I don’t like any more threaded fasteners
on a gun than absolutely necessary. These screws
are typically small and prone to breakage if over-
torqued.  I will admit I hadn’t paid much attention
to anything but the handguard/forend systems for

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a long time. During a Haley Strategic D5 Carbine
class in Indiana I become aware of the Talon
safety selector. I was immediately fascinated with
the design. It offers a choice of 45-degree or 90-
degree throw, and can be switched between the
two while still in the gun. Instead of screws hold-
ing it together, the shaft has male dovetail ends,
the paddles slide onto the dovetail, and a spring
loaded detent pin, in a blind hole, locks the pad-
dle in place. Different length paddles are available
and can be swapped without removing the selec-
tor shaft from the gun.  After spending a lot of time
using the passenger side paddle during left hand
shooting drills or while keeping my right thumb
on the passenger side, the ambidextrous function
has been very useful. 

I had a Talon installed at a class just a few
hours after discovering it. I have shortish digits
and the Talon, set up with a short 45-degree
throw, helps ensure I’m fully off-Safe when I
come up on-target. Also, when shooting interme-
diate range (400+ meters) and longer, I use the
passenger side paddle to avoid sympathetic reflex
pulling my shot off-target; in other words, I off-
Safe the ambi lever with my right thumb and then
leave my thumb on the right side of the rifle, so
that having my hand wrapped around the pistol
grip in a fist won’t move the rifle, as it could if my
thumb flexed and my grip closed, when my index
finger pulls the trigger. In that sense, the ambidex-
trous safety feature is very helpful for how I shoot.
Paddles are available in short, medium, medium
tapered, and long, and you can order it with a
single paddle, two paddles, or 3 paddles of your
choice. If you can’t decide, you can order it with
all four. I set mine up with a long paddle on the
left side and a short paddle on the right. Available
paddle colors are nickel boron, FDE, black, burnt
bronze, and tungsten gray.

The Talon was designed to be user config-
urable. Want to try a 45-degree throw but aren’t
sure you’ll like it? No problem, you can try it and
switch back to 90-degrees if you prefer. If you’re
unsure which paddle lengths/shapes will suit you
best, you can order all four versions and choose
the ones you like. This unit truly is built for the
consumer.

The Bolt Carrier Group
AXTS has an eye for detail, and their bolt car-

rier group is no exception. The carrier itself is
made of case hardened 8620 steel. The carrier key
is made of 4130 steel and properly staked to the
bolt carrier (I’ve seen some companies fail at this
detail). The bolt itself is case hardened 9310 steel,
shot peened, magnetic particle inspection (MPI)
tested, and high pressure tested (HPT). The bolt
lugs go through a CNC grinding process after heat
treatment to ensure they’re cut as accurately as

possible. After all these stages are complete, the
entire bolt carrier and bolt are finished in black ni-
tride. It’s a nicely made part, and somehow one
found its way into my .300 Blackout build. (Look
for an upcoming Blue Press article.)

MRO Mount
Recently, Trijicon re-

leased its Miniature Rifle
Optic (MRO). This par-
ticular red dot sight
was something of
a game changer
in the industry.
Aimpoint had
turned the red dot
market on its ear with
the release of their Pa-
trol Rifle Optic
(PRO), which I have
argued was one of
the best red dot deals
in the industry, and is also a fairly rugged unit. Tri-
jicon responded by offering a mini red dot that
was about 25 percent higher priced than Aim-
point’s PRO, but soundly undercutting Aimpoint’s
mini red dot offerings by a solid couple hundred
dollars, if not more, depending on the model. 

With all of this in mind, AXTS introduced their
first optic mount, and they chose the MRO as the
lucky recipient of their treatment. It’s been de-
signed to co-witness in the lower 1/3 of the optic.
Otherwise it’s yet another nicely machined and
finished part made from 7075 aluminum and
coated in milspec hard anodizing. 

Overall I’ve been impressed by the quality of
AXTS’ parts. Apparently the industry agrees with
me, as AXTS is the OEM (Original Equipment
Manufacturer) for several small builders. The com-
pany was built on the Raptor charging handle, and
has expanded from there. I look forward to seeing
what they come up with next.

SNS Casting Hard-Cast Lead Bullets43

Back in the late 1940s the United States, fresh-

ly recovered from World War II, had a renewed
and apparently insatiable love affair with the “old
West.” The movies featured “westerns” with John
Wayne, Gary Cooper, Roy Rogers, William Boyd,
Gene Autry and many others in roles that glorified
the days of the western frontier. In nearly all of
these movies, and in similar portrayals on TV, the
heroes wielded Colt single action revolvers. The
public loved those cowboy sagas, and they loved
those old cowboy guns. But strangely, in 1947,
Colt’s Patent Firearms Manufacturing Company
announced that it would not be resuming manu-
facture of its classic Single Action Army revolver.
The machinery to make it had been dismantled
and scrapped as Colt’s attended to the manufac-
ture of other guns during WWII. Bill Ruger, presi-
dent and CEO of the fledgling Sturm, Ruger &
Company, saw this as an opportunity to step in
and provide folks with the ability to purchase a
Single Action Army look-alike revolver at a great
price, and it could be chambered for the economi-
cal .22 Long Rifle cartridge.

Ruger broached the subject of a Colt look-
alike .22 revolver with his patent attor-
neys, and they agreed that Colt no
longer had patent rights on their classic
single action. Thus, Ruger had a green
light to begin development of a simi-
lar revolver. The nickname of the
SAA was the “Peacemaker,” and it
was realized that name was pret-
ty much off limits. The name
“Single Six” was chosen, and
the resulting new gun acceler-
ated the expansion of the
Ruger firm. 

While working as an
engineer earlier at the
Auto Ordnance company,
Bill Ruger was introduced
to the concept of investment casting, essentially a
modern application of the ancient “lost wax”
process used in jewelry making and in dental work.
He initially worked with a jewelry company called
Arwood, located in Brooklyn, New York, to adapt
that process to making the trigger and the hammer
of the Single Six. At first that company told Ruger
that making an investment cast frame for the new
gun would be too much of a gamble. Then they
relented to Ruger’s demands and attempted it. The
first results were awful, with much of the produc-
tion having to be scrapped. Finally getting things
straightened out, Arwood successfully began the
casting of the Single Six frame in Groton, Connecti-
cut under the leadership of a man named Stan Ter-
hune, who was rapidly becoming an expert in the
technique. Terhune eventually came to work direct-

ly for Ruger and set up a Ruger investment casting
shop in Newport, New Hampshire, where opera-
tions continue today. Arwood management contin-
ued to work amicably with Ruger and provided
personnel to act as consultants.

Bill Ruger began to hint to the press that a .22
single action revolver was under development,
and he and his engineers worked overtime to
bring it to fruition. They designed the revolver
with unbreakable coil springs to power the action,
dispensing with the Colt system that used more
fragile leaf springs. It was slightly reduced in size

from the Colt product, but it used very simi-
lar lockwork and an “XR3” grip frame that
was identical in size and shape to the time-
honored grip of the Single Action Army. This
grip frame was black anodized aluminum,
and topped with black, checkered, hard-
rubber grips. The similarity to the Colt
product was reflected in the “three screw”

configuration. The aluminum grip frame was eco-
nomically cast in one piece, unlike the Colt frame,
which was in two forged steel pieces. The barrels
on these first guns were all 5-1/2 inches in length.
Splitting with Colt tradition, the loading gate on
the gun was flat rather than rounded, and had a
thumbnail notch in it to initiate opening. Operat-
ing exactly as its Colt predecessor, the gun was
carried safely with only five rounds in the cylin-
der, the hammer resting on an empty chamber to
prevent a negligent discharge. The satisfying “four
clicks” heard when cocking was identical to the
sound made by the old Colt.

Gun writer Elmer Keith had provided valuable
input to Bill Ruger on single-action design, and
Ruger sent a prototype to both him and Major Gen-

magazine for evaluation in 1952. On February 1,
1954, the factory had completed an initial run of
100 guns out of about 175 started. There were early
problems with bluing on the chrome-molybdenum
frames, and a number of guns were retained for
bluing experiments. Production of 1000 guns was
then in progress. In spite of Federal income taxes
eating up about two-thirds of Ruger’s 1953 profit,
the company was planning a new plant to manu-
facture the Single Six.

Ruger had begun advertising the Single Six in
June of 1953, building up demand for the new gun

well in advance of its availability to the
public. The first catalog featuring the Sin-

gle Six was shipped in December 1953, but
the guns did not hit the shelves until early

1954. Ruger had issued an apologetic letter
about the delay in November 1953. Demand for

the $57.50 gun immediately far exceeded supply,
and the new revolvers became wildly popular
when first available. The very first guns had a non-
serrated front sight. At around serial number 2000,
the rear of the front sight was serrated, and contin-
ued to be through 1973 when the “old model” was
discontinued. Depending on the amount of silicon
in the cylinder frame, early bluing was erratic, and
sometimes turned a plum color. These miscolored
frames are now valued by collectors. Even more
modern blued Ruger firearms are sometimes pro-
duced with varying color.

In October of 1955 the slot in the ejector
housing was lengthened, to allow for its concur-
rent use on the then-new .357 Blackhawk
revolver. In October of 1956, the small button on
the ejector rod was replaced with a larger non-
serrated button. In 1956 and 1957, lightweight
aluminum-frame Single Sixes were offered. These
are somewhat rare to find now. The revolver pic-
tured here was manufactured in January 1957,
just two months before the flat loading gate was
replaced with a rounded style similar to the old
Colts. This change gave instant collector status to
the older “flat gate” guns that are now prized
when found. Around September 1958, the ejector
rod housing was modified again to incorporate a
straight slot. New barrel lengths were offered
around May of 1959, giving options of 4-5/8”, 6-
1/2”, 9-1/2”, or the original 5-1/2”. Until 1963,
optional grip panels of stag or ivory were offered.
Varnished walnut grips became available in 1956.
All had the Ruger medallion. In the 1960-61 time

period, the walnut grips became standard. Rose-
wood grips are occasionally encountered. Facto-
ry-engraved models were offered from time to
time. Ruger advertised presentation cases for
either one or two revolvers even before the guns
were available. The stunning popularity of Ruger’s
single actions was a large factor in Colt deciding
to re-introduce the original Single Action Army
revolver in 1956.

In the summer of 1959, Single Sixes could be
purchased with the cylinders chambered for the
.22 Winchester Magnum Rimfire cartridge. Guns

chambered for the .22 WMR
were the first to get the
6-1/2” barrel option.
Older guns could also
be converted to the
more powerful car-

tridge. At no charge, upon
return, the factory could replace

the old flat loading gate with the newer rounded
one, and could also replace the older-style ejector
rod with the newer one.

1963 saw a number of changes. The old grip
frame was changed gradually to the newer and
slightly changed “XR3-RED” style. Varnished grips
gave way to the oil-finished type. Optional grips
were discontinued. The steel ejector rod housing
was changed to an aluminum alloy. The height of
the serial numbers was increased from 1/16” to
1/8”. The .22 Magnum model was discontinued,
but a “convertible” model had become became
available in 1961, boxed with both .22 LR and .22
Magnum cylinders. In late 1964, a “Super Single
Six” was added to the line as a “convertible” featur-
ing an adjustable rear sight and barrel lengths of
either 5-1/2” or 6-1/2”.

In late 1971, the grip medallions were changed
from a black eagle on a silver background to a sil-
ver eagle on a black background. The “old model”
Single Sixes and Super Single Sixes were eventual-
ly discontinued in 1973, replaced by the “new
models” that used a transfer bar action, allowing
the safe carry of six rounds in the cylinder. Gone
were the three screws, the “4 click” sound and the
necessity to place the hammer at half cock for
loading. Purists, including myself, lament the
smooth traditional older actions, but “progress”
marches on. At no charge, Ruger will convert the
old models to a transfer-bar system, and give you
back the old parts for collector purposes. 

Today, the old model Single Six revolvers are
prime collectibles, with the “flat gate” guns
demanding a premium. These were the first Ruger
revolvers and marked the beginning of the invest-
ment casting process at Ruger. They are historic and
classic guns reflective of an era of great expansion
at Ruger from a small company to a firearms manu-
facturing powerhouse.

When I first met Maggie Reese at a 3-Gun

match many years ago, I was struck by how
whomever it was that did the casting for “Laura
Croft, Tomb Raider” got the wrong girl for the job. 

Instead, Maggie got the call to appear on “Top
Shot,” and today she’s flying the flag for Colt,
along with Bushnell, Hoppe’s, Hornady, Safariland
and Surefire. Her combination of sincerity and
mad shooting skills has not only brought her spon-
sorship, it carried her halfway around the world,
landing guest appearances on “Shooting USA,” “3
Gun Nation,” and “Modern Shooter.”

Maggie got started shooting man-on-man steel
events with her dad in Nevada, but her taste in
shooting mirrors her likes in food: “As spicy as I
can get it! If I’m not sweating and crying profusely,
it’s not good.”

Shooting man-on-man in Nevada led to the
American Handgunner Shootoff in Colorado,
which led to the Steel Challenge Worlds in 2007.

“Call it serendipitous, but I met all these great
people there. I met Julie Golob, met Taran Butler,
met Todd Jarrett, met Dave Sevigny. All super-cool
and amazing. All really helpful.”

They suggested other events, something “a little
spicier” if you will – and Maggie took up each
new challenge in turn.

She moved from Steel Challenge to 3-Gun to
Bianchi Cup – winning three national titles along
the way. She qualified to represent the United
States at the World Shoot multiple times (roughly
equivalent to the Olympic Games), and secured
her place among the top women in the practical
shooting world.

“My mom reminded me the other day that
when I was a girl, I told her I wanted to travel the
world. I’d totally forgotten,” says Maggie. “She
told me I’d found a way to do that, and she’s
right. I got to go to Greece, to Indonesia, hope-
fully I’ll get to go to Paris next year, and it was
shooting that took me there,”

Unlike many, Maggie’s a generalist – a shoot-
ing sports version of an MMA fighter. Just as an
MMA fighter would pride herself on being well
rounded, Maggie “loves to do it all” – she has a
broad set of skills that make her a contender in
any event, anywhere.

“She’s a top-fiver at nationals no matter what
she’s shooting,” says S&W’s Julie Golob. “People
underestimate how good a shooter you have to be
to do that.”

Maggie intentionally rotates from one sport to
the next, grooming what she sees as her best
weapon – her enthusiasm for the sport. She’s best
known in the 3-Gun world (where she’s won three
USPSA national championships, the MGM Iron-
man, the Superstition Mountain Mystery 3-Gun,
and more), but she also set several national hand-

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gun records at the accuracy-intensive Bianchi Cup
(Metallic Division).

Next year she’ll be pursuing the Precision Rifle
Series along with her husband – champion 3-Gun-
ner and former USPSA president Michael Voigt.
Right now, she doesn’t know the details of PRS,
but with Michael as her coach, she’s one to watch.

Everyone I spoke with about Maggie lauded
her as a good person, not just as an athlete.

“I’m knocked out by Maggie,” says famed 3-
Gunner Patrick Kelley. “She displays as much
grace off the field as she does on. She’s real all the
way to the core.”

Talking to her, Maggie sounds like a college
student – very genuine, considerate, youthful
and hip. 

“I shot on a couple of world shoot teams with
her, and you can’t ask for a better teammate,” says
Julie Golob. 

Julie was on the ladies’
production team with Mag-
gie in Greece the year Mag-
gie blew her knee out
(badly) prior to the match.
With no way to bring in a
substitute, she toughed it
out, delaying her surgery
until AFTER the match.

“The fact alone that she
had the determination to do
that, with her injury impressed
everyone,” says Julie. 

At the Worlds, no shooting
challenge is ever the same, so
shooters watch each other
closely to determine the opti-
mal timing of targets. Accord-
ing to Julie, “She was always saying ‘let me go first
and be the guinea pig,’ sacrificing herself in order
for the team to do well.”

Golob talks about how people don’t expect
Maggie to be as intense as she actually is. “She’s
kind of a sleeper. Maggie’s one of those bright,
shiny, happy-go-lucky people on the range. They
don’t associate that with the killer, ego-driven,
intense competitors. She’s always so relaxed, but
you can never, ever, write her off.”

How’s this for intensity:
Maggie could feel her knee popping as she

moved from low position to low position at the
Rockcastle Kentucky 3-Gun Pro-Am, but she
couldn’t stop without taking a major penalty.
Instead, she ran up the ramp at the end of the
stage – and jumped off.

“I heard this loud pop,” she says, “even Mike
heard it back behind me. I signed my score sheet,
and there was a camera crew there. They stopped
me for an interview, and as they were miking me
up, I just collapsed. I hit the ground, and nobody

knew what was happening…I couldn’t stand any-
more. We went to the ER, got the big Styrofoam
leg wrap, and I hobbled out to try to finish the
match – but the next stage started inside a car, and
I couldn’t get in or out of the car without help.”

That knee injury has haunted Maggie for years,
but it didn’t stop her from consistently placing in
the top 8 in the fast-moving world of practical
shooting. Her injury is finally starting to fade into
the background now, releasing her potential as a
top-tier competitor.

She’d just returned from shooting the USPSA
Single Stack Nationals when I called, placing well
with a Colt Government Model in .38 Super. She’s
switched back and forth between shooting a full-
bore .45 and the Super, eventually settling on the
Super because its low recoil and higher ammo
capacity offers more tactical options.

The rifle you see her with
on the cover is her 3-Gun
match rifle, a Colt 6920
topped with a Bushnell SMRS
1-6.5X.

3-Gun shooting has done a
lot to drive the market for
expensive, high-range vari-
ables. In recent years the mar-
ket has gone from 1-4s to 1-6s,
1-6.5s, and most recently, 1-
8s. That’s a scope that can go
from a true 1X for CQB work,
to something approaching a
classic military sniper scope.

“I might go 1-8 eventually,
but right now I’m happy with
1-6.5,” says Maggie.

Since she shoots Open,
she’s allowed to use a second optic. Her second is
a Bushnell First Strike dot scope zeroed for close-
range targets. She feeds it Hornady V-MAX™ 55-
grainers, and relies on a Surefire muzzle brake to
keep the gun flat and mellow.

Her shotguns range into the bizarre, including
a dot-sighted, Vepr-12 (built on an AK-47 action)
with 10-round quick-change box magazines –
very spicy indeed!

Looking back, and Facing Future
As her game evolves, Maggie’s still surprised

that things have worked out the way they have.
“This wasn’t a particular course I set out on, I

just kept meeting these amazing people. Eight
years later I’m still that same person hearing ‘You
know, you should go to this match.’ and saying
‘Sure, what gear do I need?’ I’m still looking for-
ward to the next match I can go to.”

Keep an eye out for Maggie on the ladies’
leaderboard – both on the 3-Gun circuit, and the
new PRS circuit. She’ll be a dark horse that first
year, but always a contender to win.

[ T K ] TANDEMKROSS – MAKING GOOD GUNS BETTER
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By Duane Thomas
With open carry now legal in numerous

states, we’re seeing a trend I view with some
alarm: growing numbers of people with very little
real skill level, very little familiarity with guns,
now carrying handguns for self-defense. In some
cases these folks’ lack of familiarity leads them to
make decisions regarding how they carry the gun
that are actively dangerous to them. I am thinking
specifically of carrying an autopistol with an
empty chamber.

PROBLEMS WITH CHAMBER EMPTY
Some people perceive carrying an autopistol

with a round in the chamber as dangerous and
scary. It’s not dangerous, and it shouldn’t be scary.
Any modern autopistol of good quality is perfectly
safe to carry chamber loaded. Every police depart-
ment, every
really
high-
speed mil-
itary unit,
every seri-
ous, highly
trained and
skilled gun carrier, carries a handgun ready
to go with a round in the chamber.

Jeff Cooper formalized and popularized the
“Conditions” system of autopistol
readiness, which was built primari-
ly around the 1911 auto. For pur-
poses of our discussion, we’re
interested primarily in Condition
Three, the typical chamber-empty
approach: hammer down on an
empty chamber, safety lever (if present on that par-
ticular gun design) off, a full magazine in place.
The theory being, in an emergency, draw the gun
with one hand, rack the slide with the other hand,
chambering a round, and be ready to rock.

Problems: (1) This is slow versus simply draw-
ing the gun and firing. While you’re taking the
time to rack a round into the chamber, what do
you think your opponent’s doing? Quite possibly
shooting you. (2) This requires two hands, at a
time when you might not have two hands avail-
able, when, in fact, you might desperately need
one of your hands to do something else, like hold
off a close-range assailant while the other hand
goes for the gun. (3) On guns with slide-mounted
safety levers, while cycling the slide, the hand can
accidentally depress the safety lever; this leads to
pulling the trigger on a safety-engaged autopistol
that does not go bang when you need it to. (4)
Racking a round into the chamber requires
extending the gun at least somewhat out from your
body, putting it potentially within reach of your

opponent, who can then grab and deflect the gun
before you can use it.

THE ISRAELI CONNECTION
Pro-chamber-empty fans are fond of mention-

ing the Israeli Defense Force mandates chamber-
empty carry. This was a procedure developed in
the early years of Israel’s existence – which started
in 1948 – when they were desperately pressing
into service every gun they could possibly get
their hands on, and a lot of the handguns acquired
were of inferior make and/or obsolete design, and
not drop safe if carried with a loaded chamber.

When arming large numbers of people with
weapons utilizing various operating systems and
safety levers that might work completely different-
ly from each other, you need one technique that
works with everything.

You don’t want to
have to teach
each individual

how to deal with
whatever gun they

might be car-
rying. In such
a situation,

carrying every-
thing safety off with
an empty chamber
makes sense,
because once
you’ve racked a
round into the
chamber, no
matter the
gun type, in
every case

you wind up
with a cocked, safety-off autopistol. Therefore you
can have a one-size-fits-all training technique.
Also, no matter how shoddy the gun’s quality or
obsolete its design, it’s still drop safe to carry.
However, I will submit to you this has absolutely
nothing to do with the best approach that could
possibly be taken by an individual armed with a
quality weapon in early 21st Century America.

Still, you can go online and find instructors, all
of whom seem to have titles like “former Israeli
commando,” offering to teach you for money “the
Israeli technique,” complete with demos of their
“one second draw and fire” starting with an empty
chamber. I watch these guys, and honestly, the
only way they can delude themselves they’re
doing a one-second draw is because they are
apparently allergic to electronic timers.

THE AMERICAN MILITARY
Another comment made by chamber-empty

fans is that the American military mandates an

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autopistol be carried with an empty chamber.
Mostly this is true, if we’re talking things like MP
or guard duty stateside. In combat zones, outside
the wire, not so much.

I say what I am about to say as someone who
spent 10 years on active duty in the United States
Army. You would think the military would be, as
a whole, an organization that trusts its members
with guns. I can tell you from long-term, personal
experience that is not the case. You need to
understand – if we can believe the Army’s own
statistics – the average infantryman has an I.Q. of
85. The military as a whole is terrified some Pri-
vate E-1 on guard duty is going to be playing
with his sidearm and accidentally shoot himself
or someone else. This is not, in every case, an
unrealistic concern.

When I was pulling guard
duty in the Army (though we
were armed with M16s instead
of autopistols) they actually
gave us one magazine contain-
ing only five rounds, put a strip
of Scotch tape across the top of
the magazine, ordered us to not
put the magazine into the rifle
unless we actually needed to
fire it, and told us we’d be given
an Article 15 (non-judicial pun-
ishment where they can take
your money, your rank, and
possibly even put you in prison,
all without a trial) if we came
back with the tape broken.

I will submit to you that a
procedure used by an organi-
zation like this also has noth-
ing to do with the best
approach that could possibly
be taken by an intelligent,
motivated human being.

CHAMBER-EMPTY VICTIMS
From Massad Ayoob comes the story of a

jeweler who, when accosted by an armed rob-
ber, attempted to draw his GLOCK 23 from a
fanny pack and rack a round into the chamber.
He got pretty shot up in the process. And of
course sued GLOCK. Because it was obviously
the gun’s fault, right?

When I contemplated writing this article, I had
pretty much decided my first thought for a title,
“Chamber Empty = Suicide,” was a bit over the
top. After all, no one had ever really gotten killed
by carrying their autopistol chamber empty, in cir-
cumstances where they predictably would have
survived if the gun had been chamber loaded.
Right? Sadly, that is no longer true.

On March 15, 2016 at 8:15 PM, inside a gas
station and convenience store in Houston, Texas,
a young male walked up to the front counter,
placed a Mountain Dew in front of the cashier,
then produced a handgun and demanded the
contents of the cash register. Instead of comply-
ing, the cashier ran into a back room, inside
which was located the store owner, Via Seddiqui
(sa-DEE-kay), age 49. The cashier left the door
open behind him as he ran inside, so Mr. Sed-
diqui moved to try to close it, just as the armed
robber reached it. With Seddiqui pushing on one
side of the partially open door, and the younger,
adrenalized, pistol-wielding robber on the other
side, the door began to be forced open. Even
when the slightly built cashier ran forward to

push on the door himself, the
robber began to force himself
inside.

At this point, Seddiqui
decided to draw his own, legal-
ly carried self-defense gun,
which appeared in the security
camera video of this incident to
be a compact GLOCK, probably
a Model 19, I would say. Two
problems: (1) the gun was car-
ried crossdraw (something else
of which I don’t approve), so he
had to reach across his body to
get to it. Since he wasn’t used to
drawing the gun, he actually
drew it with his left hand then
switched it over to his right,
which was simultaneously
reaching crossbody. (2) Even at
this point, the gun still didn’t
have a round in the chamber.
Since Seddiqui had to use two
hands to access the gun, and
then continue to use two hands

to cycle the slide, he had to take his hands off the
door. By this point, the attacker had his upper
body inside the room. Seddiqui finally racked a
round into the chamber.

The robber saw Seddiqui, saw he had a gun,
and was able to grab the gun after a round was
chambered but before Seddiqui was able to bring
it to bear and fire. The robber drove down on the
gun, bending Seddiqui over in the process, then
used his own gun, which he had obviously
brought to the fight ready to go, to shoot Seddiqui
in the shoulder at near-contact distance. Frankly,
watching the video, I am convinced he was going
for a head shot and in the struggle missed. This put
Seddiqui down on the floor. More shots were

fired, Seddiqui was hit at least twice more, and
died from his wounds. The armed robber fled on
foot, and last I heard was never caught.

The hellish thing about watching this video, if
you happen to be a serious gun carrier, is that if
Seddiqui had been carrying his gun on the
strong side, chamber loaded, he really did have
all the time in the world to deal with the prob-
lem before the bad guy could have shot him.
Watching him fish the gun out left handed and
switch it over to his right hand is torturous. Even
then he still could have prevailed. But the extra
time it took to rack a round into the chamber,
and that doing that extended the gun to a point
his opponent could grab and deflect it before it
could be brought to bear, versus drawing and
instantly firing from a retention position (some-
thing else you can’t do when starting with an
empty chamber) cost him his life.

CONDITION ONE
Let’s go back for a moment to Jeff Cooper’s

Conditions of Readiness for an autopistol. Seri-
ous students of the 1911 carry in Condition One,
aka cocked and locked: hammer back on a
round in the chamber, thumb safety on-Safe, full
magazine in place. Okay, carrying a cocked
autopistol makes some people uneasy. Many

people view the GLOCK, and its lack of a manual
safety lever, the same way. “I really don’t like the
fact that the GLOCK doesn’t have a manual safe-
ty.” These are the two gun designs I see most
often carried chamber empty.

For those uncomfortable carrying a single-
action auto like the 1911 in Condition One, or a
short-trigger-pull, no-manual-safety-lever gun like
the GLOCK with a round in the chamber, we have a
solution for you: it’s called the double-action auto.
Or how about carrying a revolver? Whatever you
choose, don’t carry it in such a fashion it absolute-
ly requires two hands to bring the gun into action.
Because at the moment of truth you might not
have two hands available. You might, in fact, des-
perately need one of those hands to do something
else that will keep you alive long enough to use
the other hand to draw the gun.

Honestly, to those who carry their autopistol
chamber empty for reasons of “safety,” I have
this to say. If your skill level, your level of com-
petence with your chosen equipment, is so low
you’re not comfortable carrying it the way it was
designed to be used, you really need to ask your-
self whether you’re serious enough to be carry-
ing a gun at all.

1910 was to be the great Centennial year for

Mexico, a celebration of the hundred years since
the beginning of her successful war for independ-
ence from Spain. But 1910 also became the year
that the bubbling cauldron of Mexican discontent
boiled over. Porfirio Díaz, Mexico’s heavily-
medalled, walrus-moustached dictator found him-
self besieged, not just by oppressed Indians, but
also by an increasingly disaffected middle class,
his own military, and even wealthy landowners.
The Revolution began in 1910, and lasted until
1923. It bathed Mexico in blood, killed millions,
and drove hun-
dreds of thou-
sands of
refugees north-
wards to sanc-
tuary in the
United States.
Mexican revo-
lutionaries
used the Amer-
ican border to
great advan-
tage, smug-
gling arms and
ammunition
across it, and hiding out north of it when things
got too “hot” to its south. Not surprisingly, much
of the Revolution was planned, funded, and
equipped from California, both by radical Mexi-
can expatriates, and Americans like Jack London,
the alcoholic socialist. 

Few Americans know that the earliest successes
of the Mexican Revolution took place at the west-
ern end of the Border, where the two Californias
met. The very first town to be captured by Revolu-
tionaries anywhere in Mexico, on January 29,
1911, was tiny Mexicali, quite literally on the
opposite side of the street from its American sister-

town, Calexico. The victors had been armed by a
Los Angeles gunsmith, and invaded from Imperial
County, California. President Taft responded by
sending a single company of the 8th U.S. Infantry
to set up camp opposite rebel-held Mexicali. A
second Mexican town, Tijuana, fell to the Revolu-
tionaries just as Camp Calexico was being estab-
lished in May 1911. Anarchists, socialists, and sol-
diers of fortune, as many of them Gringos as Mexi-
cans, hijacked a train in San Diego, then
blitzkrieged their iron horse across the border,
completely surprising and routing the Díaz loyalist
forces in Tijuana. 

After the
victories at
Mexicali and
Tijuana, the
fighting shifted
eastwards and
southwards,
spreading
throughout
Mexico, until
by October
1911, Porfirio
Díaz finally
fled the coun-
try. Mexico’s

new President, Francisco Madero, a former Uni-
versity of California, Berkeley student, took office,
but factional fighting continued almost every-
where. In February 1913 President Madero was
murdered by one of his own generals, Victoriano
Huerta. This assassination outraged the new Amer-
ican President, Woodrow Wilson, and earned
Huerta the distrust and disgust of the American
public. Now, the Revolution degenerated into a
full-fledged civil war, a vicious dogfight with too
many factions (Magonistas, Maderistas, Huertistas,
Villistas, Carrancistas, Obregonistas, etc.) for the
average American to keep track of. Huerta,

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despised by President Wilson, turned to the Ger-
mans for arms and ammunition, once these were
embargoed from America. Things came to a head
in April 1914, when Wilson ordered first the
blockade, then the occupation, of Veracruz, Mexi-
co’s principal Atlantic port. American Sailors and
Marines invaded while anti-Huerta Revolutionar-
ies like Pancho Villa applauded. U.S. forces stayed
there, on the Mexican Revolution’s “Eastern
Front,” for 10 months. Nervous about the “West-
ern Front,” the California/Baja California border,
Wilson ordered Gener-
al John J. Pershing
(1860-1948), com-
mander of the San
Francisco Presidio, and
the top Pacific Coast
U.S. Army officer, to
stabilize the western
end of the Border,
counterbalancing the
Veracruz invasion. 

In 1914, First Ser-
geant William T. Dil-
lon (1869-1938), my
grandfather, was the
top non-com of the
61st Coast Artillery
Company, the highest-
scoring artillery unit in
the U.S. Army. The
61st had been the all-Army accuracy champs
every year beginning in 1910, with artillery
pieces of every size, from little 3.2-inch field
guns up to the 12-inch behemoths dominating
the Golden Gate. So, when General Pershing
needed a top-notch unit for special service on the
Mexican Border, the 61st C.A.C. was the obvious
choice. Pershing pulled the 61st from its duty sta-
tion, Fort Baker, and loaded it onto a southbound
train. My Granddad’s two-gun, 3.2-inch, battery

reinforced Camp Calexico, separated from a sim-
ilar Mexican military base in Mexicali, Baja Cali-
fornia, by just a single, three-strand, barbed-wire
fence. All Coast Artillery soldiers were cross-
trained as Infantry, so enlisted men brought along
their ’03 Springfields and plenty of ammunition
for them, while non-coms carried their .45 ACPs
in Cavalry swivel holsters. 

Grandpa Dillon was no stranger to 3.2-inch
field guns, for he had earlier served them in the
Philippines and in China and was expert in their

use. The 3.2 inch
Model 1897 U.S. Field
Gun was light, strong,
maneuverable, and
simple to operate, if
not especially accu-
rate. Although a
breech-loader, it was
the direct descendant
of the old muzzle-
loading 1861 Civil War
3-inch Ordnance rifle.
The original 3.2, the
U.S. Model 1885, fired
projectiles propelled
by a black powder
charge contained with-
in a cloth bag – hence
its common nickname,
the “bag gun.” Minor

improvements resulted in the redesignated Model
1890 3.2. Charges were ignited by friction
primers, set off when attached lanyards were
pulled. Ready charges and projectiles for each gun
were kept in a wheeled wooden limber or ammo
box: its lid doubled as a seat for the gun crew. At
the limber’s rear was a hitching ring to receive the
field gun’s yoke so that both could be pulled in
tandem by the same four-horse team. The gun
could be un-yoked in only a few seconds, and

made ready for firing in less than a minute, while
its limber was moved a safe distance, usually 10 to
20 yards, to its rear (Figure 2). The ready ammuni-
tion in the limber was kept “topped up” from the
ample supply in each gun’s dedicated “combat
wagon,” a conventional freight wagon pulled by a
four-mule team (Figure 4). An even hundred black
powder 3.2-inch guns were made and issued to
various Field Artillery units. 

The 3.2-inch field gun was upgraded in 1897
through redesign for smokeless powder. A one-
pound charge was loaded after “common shell”
(what we today would call high explosive or H.E.),
shrapnel, or canister. Projectiles averaged 13.5
pounds. The new field gun was much more accu-
rate and had longer range, up to 6,600 yards, than
its black powder predecessor. Originally more
than 360 Model 1897 guns were ordered, but only
just over 250 of them were ever delivered.
Because of ammunition shortages early in their
run, some were “retro-converted” to black pow-
der. Early guns were issued to the Field Artillery,
then, after 1902, to selected Coast Artillery units
as well. The Model 1897 had tighter rifling and
was made from stronger steel to withstand the
much greater pressures now produced by the
DuPont propellant, still in pre-measured “bags.”
Unfortunately, accuracy still suffered from the lack
of fixed sights; the gunner still had to either bore-
sight the gun or place a detachable sight alongside
its barrel in a receiver, make his final adjustments,
then remove it before firing each round. The guns
had no provision for absorbing recoil, so they
would “rock and roll” with each shot and have to
be re-sighted frequently, despite the application of
“recoil brakes” to the spoked wheels of their car-
riages. Two-thirds of the rounds issued to 3.2-inch
batteries were shrapnel; the thin outer case con-
tained over 150 steel balls around a timed explo-
sive charge, for anti-personnel airbursts. Canister

employed fewer balls, just over a hundred, of con-
siderably larger caliber and of lead.

The 3.2-inch Model 1897 U.S. Field Gun was
obsolete by 1914; the wave of the future was rep-
resented by the much more advanced “French
75,” which became the primary small field gun
used by American artillerymen only three years
later in World War I. The 75, so-called after its
bore size (75 mm = +/-3 inches) was a much
heavier, quick-firing gun with a pneumatic recoil
compensator and fixed sights. It had greatly
increased accuracy and much longer range. But it
was so heavy it could not be easily manhandled
like the much lighter 3.2 “bag gun.” And in one
important context the old 3.2-inch still reigned
supreme: firing canister at infantry or cavalry.
Now the 3.2 became a giant shotgun, spewing
dozens of man- and horse-killing balls that could
obliterate opponents at close range. Rapid aiming
by bore-sighting simplified operations with canis-
ter, and a well-trained crew could get off three or
four shots per minute. The 3.2’s light weight also
provided a defensive advantage over heavier
guns like the French 75, since four men could lift
the gun’s tail and easily traverse its muzzle by
hand through 360 degrees, countering surprise
attacks by cavalry or infantry that might come
from the flank or behind.

The 61st Coast Artillery Company stayed on
the Mexican border for more than three months
in 1914 before returning to Fort Baker in early
August. Sensationalistic newspaper accounts
claimed that soldiers on opposite sides of the
Border were “Staring into the mouths of each
other’s cannon,” but this was an exaggeration.
The Mexican forces just across the border, while
mounting French-made Hotchkiss machine guns
on rooftops aimed towards Camp Calexico, had
nothing to match even the diminutive American
3.2-inch field guns, and both sides took very

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great care not to excite or incite the other. The
Mexican commander, Colonel Estéban Cantú
Jiménez (1880-1966), was a practical, and pro-
American, realist. He had been sent to Baja Cali-
fornia to persuade the Magonista radicals to join
his own more moderate Maderista army. Then,
after President Madero’s murder, he became a Vil-
lista. Later still, after Villa’s own March 1916 anti-
American outrages, Cantú shifted his allegiance
one more time, becoming a lip-service Car-
rancista. Largely because of Cantú’s peace-keep-
ing efforts, American troops never crossed the
Border under arms into Baja California, despite
two successive American invasions of Mexico far-
ther east, first in 1914, then 1916. 

After months of vacillating, President Wilson
recognized Venustiano Carranza (1859-1920), the
mortal enemy of Doroteo Arango (aka Pancho Villa
1878-1923), as Mexico’s legitimate leader. This
enraged Villa, a former American ally, turning him
into an implacable, Gringo-hating, enemy. Villa’s
murderous invasion of Columbus, New Mexico, in
March 1916, triggered Pershing’s counter-invasion
of Chihuahua and Durango afterwards, and
brought our two countries to the brink of war.
Once again, the 61st C.A.C., aka the 1st Provision-
al Field Artillery, aka the 2nd Company, Fort Baker,
was sent to Camp Calexico, to help “hold the line”
on the Mexican Border’s “western front” just as it
had two years earlier. On this second deployment,
however, it was a four-gun unit, led by a single offi-
cer, an overage and overweight 1st Lieutenant,
who wisely stayed out of the way most of the time.
Topkick W.T. Dillon ran Battery “A” just as before,
now bossing ten sergeants, eleven corporals, and
fifty privates, for a total strength of 73 men. The
unit was non-com “heavy” because so many were
artillery specialists. 

This second time, the Fort Baker artillerymen
stayed much longer on the border, all through the
Summer, Fall, and then the Winter of 1916-17.

Mexicans and Americans might be killing each
other far to the east, deep inside Mexico, but
things remained calm on the western, California,
front. First Sergeant Dillon and his boys found
that their greatest enemy was boredom. They
combated it by “horsing around” (Figure 3), play-
ing baseball, hunting (doves, deer, antelope, etc.)
and by fraternizing with the locals, especially
young females, on both sides of the line. Dillon
had learned Spanish during three tours in the
Philippines, and was frequently pressed into serv-
ice as a translator by monolingual English-speak-
ing Camp Calexico officers. On his own time,
both in 1914 and 1916, he made the effort to
befriend his Mexican military counterparts. Span-
ish-speaking and Catholic, he was considered
muy simpático by the Mexican soldiers with
whom he attended Mass on Sundays, and sang in
Mexicali twice weekly. 

After celebrating Christmas on the Border,
Battery “A” finally came home in early 1917.
My grandfather had helped keep the interna-
tional situation from spiraling out of control on
the “western front” from 1914 through 1917: he
was decorated by both the American and the
Mexican military for this service. Shortly after-
wards, General Pershing jumped First Sergeant
Dillon from the ranks, made him a Captain, and
sent him to Fort Sill as an artillery instructor.
Promoted to Ordnance Officer at the San Fran-
cisco Presidio by early 1918, he was then
ordered to France. There he commanded four
companies of Railroad Gun artillery, two Ameri-
can, and two French, firing the largest allied
artillery shells of WWI at the Germans. Pershing
designated Dillon’s new unit the 1st Provisional
Siege Battalion. So, if Mexican service was the
Swan Song of the American horse artillery, it
was not the twilight of Grandpa Dillon’s career
as a cannoneer. He will return in future Blue
Press issues.
