I couldn’t make it to the NRA Annual Meeting

in Nashville, but a friend who was there sent me
some photos of items that he thought might pique
my interest. One gun stood out for its striking
appearance. It was a Commander-length 1911
with a bobtail grip, ambidextrous safety and exter-
nal extractor. The finish was described as “Flat
Dark Earth,” although it certainly resembled no
earth I’d ever seen. The trigger, hammer, sights,
grip panels, external extractor and controls were
all flat black. The official designation was “SIG
SAUER 1911 Emperor Scorpion Traditional Carry
Fastback .45 ACP” or “1911FTCA-45-ESCPN” for
short. Fortunately, this entire litany was not
stamped on the gun. 

Now, I’ll admit I have a weakness for unusual
guns. One of my friends described it rather unsym-
pathetically, “You like weird $#!+.” Well, I’ve
learned to live with it. Anyway, disregarding the

sci-fi nomenclature, I truly appreciate a handgun
that accommodates my lefthandedness, so I sent
off a request to SIG for a review sample. 

When the Emperor Scorpion arrived, I disas-
sembled it. No surprises there, or special tools
required other than your basic 1911 barrel bush-
ing wrench. I stripped off the factory lubricant
with automotive starting fluid (ether) and applied
some Militec-1. The slide operated very smoothly,
and the trigger pull was a consistent 4-3/4 lbs. The
SIG-monogrammed Hogue grip scales, which
were described as “piranha-textured G-10,” are of
a fairly aggressive non-slip pattern, and the black
mainspring housing has a similar pattern. The front
of the grip is finely checkered. The beavertail grip
safety has a memory bump for positive operation.
SigLite® tritium night sights are fitted front and
rear, with the rear sight being adjustable for
windage. Overall, the gun feels quite solid, almost
heavy, although it weighs exactly 33 ounces with-

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out magazine, which is just what an all-steel 4.25”
1911 usually weighs. The rounded butt feels quite
comfortable in my hand, and supposedly doesn’t
print as obviously under a shirt or jacket. One
minor quibble: the ambidextrous safety has rather
small thumbpieces. Under stress, one’s small
motor coordination tends to go to hell in a hurry.
For serious defense use, I’d replace the SIG’s ambi
safety with an aftermarket unit with larger paddles.
And, for my aging eyes, I’d probably replace the
stock sights with XS Big Dot Tritium White Stripe
Express sights.

At the range, the Emperor Scorpion performed
with total reliability, and was a pleasure to shoot.
With Winchester white box and Remington UMC
230-gr. FMJs, recoil is relatively mild, and offhand
groups stayed within 1” to 1-1/2” at 15 yards. The
grips are quite “grippy” and there’s no way the gun
is going to change position in your hand in rapid
fire. I fired off most of a box of Atomic® 45 ACP+P
185-gr. Bonded Match Hollow Points. These move
out smartly at 1,225 fps, and can be a bit of a
handful in a pistol with smoother grips, but the
SIG handled them with no fuss. I brought along a

mixed bag of odd brands and military surplus
rounds, some dating back to WWII, and these
posed no feeding or extraction problems whatso-
ever. As far as I can tell, the external extractor
functions just as well as the traditional internal
configuration.

Overall, I was quite impressed with the SIG
Emperor Scorpion. It is solid as a rock, and master-
fully constructed. It comes with a sturdy, lockable
hard case with two 8-round magazines, which can
be easily disassembled for cleaning. Each maga-
zine has seven numbered witness holes on both
sides and an extended baseplate that facilitates
slamming the magazine in place without pinching
your hand in the process. At an MSRP of
$1,079.99, the SIG looks, feels and performs like a
far more expensive pistol. I’ve owned and fired a
number of SIG handguns over the years, and have
liked them all. And this one is the best one yet.

Our sizing/depriming dies feature a unique “floating

decap assembly” with a snap spring that throws the spent
primer off the pin and eliminates the problem of primer
“draw back” that often occurs when decapping military
brass. The primary feature of Dillon’s size die design – the
long, tapered carbide ring with a radiused opening –
remains unchanged.

That radiused opening, and its importance to progressive
reloading, is one of the reasons why our seat and crimp dies
are better. We found a way of manufacturing these dies that
has enabled us to make the lead-in radius even bigger! The
bigger radius makes progressive loading with our equipment
even smoother – but that’s still only a part of the story.

Bullet Seating Die
Our new quick-disassembly seat die allows the user to

disassemble and clean the seat die without losing adjustment.
In this manner, bullet lube and shavings can be quickly
removed from the die, thereby guaranteeing a constant seat-
ing depth. We’ve incorporated a “flip-flop” seating stem and a
clip that enables you to remove the die insert and change the
seating stem from round nose to semi-wadcutter without
unscrewing a seating stem out of the die body. We’ve always
included both types of seating stems, but the new double-
ended design makes it a simple matter to remove a pin,
reverse the seating stem, make any minor seating depth
adjustments that may be necessary and go on loading in a
fraction of the time it used to take.

Crimp Die
We’ve made it easy for you to remove the die insert for

cleaning without having to change the critical crimp adjust-
ment. Once your crimp die is set for the proper amount of
crimp, you’ll never have to change it. This is especially good
news for all of you who load lead bullets! Before, you had to
unscrew the die from the toolhead and disassemble the die in
order to remove any bullet lube or lead residue. Then, you
had to start from square one to re-adjust the crimp. Those
days are over. All you have to do now is pop a clip and the
die insert drops into your hand for cleaning.

Sizing/Depriming Die
The sizing/depriming die is full-length, to mini-

mum tolerances, sizing cases down to function in
semi- and full-automatic firearms. We strongly sug-
gest that a headspace case gage be used to correctly
adjust the size die.

For high volume users, such as commercial
reloaders, law enforcement agencies, and high
power or service rifle competitors, we also offer .223
and .308 die sets with a full-length carbide sizing
die. Lubrication is still required, but the increased
scratch resistance and die longevity of carbide are of
great benefit to these groups of users.

The depriming assembly includes a carbide
expander ball for “squeak-free,” effortless neck
expansion. This expander ball is located in the mid-
dle of the depriming stem to take advantage of supe-
rior initial leverage for easier extraction.

In the event of a stuck case, the design of the
depriming assembly allows it to function as a stuck
case remover.

Bullet Seating Die
Our bullet seating die is internally designed to keep

the bullet straight throughout the seating process.
Once properly adjusted, the only measurable runout
will be that which is inherent in the bullet.

Taper Crimp Die
The taper crimp die is also specially configured to

center both the case neck and the case body, thereby
aligning the entire cartridge for a more uniform
crimp. Dillon Rifle Dies are designed to meet the
more rigid requirements for both accuracy and preci-
sion demanded by today’s marksman.

A taper crimp die is preferred for loading ammu-
nition intended to be used in semiautomatic firearms
with detachable box magazines, and in lever-action
firearms with tubular magazines.

walking with GIANTSwalking with GIANTS

Some still walk pretty well, considering their

age. Others may need a cane or a walker to get
around these days. Others require a wheelchair.
Many folks might regard them as ordinary senior
citizens, but they are in no way ordinary. These
are the men and women who served during
World War II, and they are GIANTS in every
sense of the word. 

Sadly, 75 percent of the WWII veterans are
now gone. They are passing from this world at an
increasing rate, now estimated at over 1500 per
day. The ones remaining alive now average 93
years of age. During their time left on earth, these
incredible people deserve all the respect we can
give. Together, as the war developed, they dropped
whatever they were doing to serve. When their
nation called, they donned uniforms and helped
save the world from tyranny. Many went in harm’s
way and suffered incredible hardships. 

Some were there at D-Day. Some fought in
Europe in places such as the Ardennes Forest in
the winter of 1944-1945. Others fought the fanati-
cal followers of the Rising Sun tooth and nail in
the Pacific. Some fought on the sea, others in the
air, and many slugged it out on the ground. Untold
thousands served in the continental U.S. and our
territories to support our fighting troops. They all
re-shaped the world in the process. We acknowl-
edge their incredible contributions by calling them

“The Greatest Generation.” We are fortunate to
still have a few of them among us. 

It was not until fairly recently that our country
built a memorial to these men and women of
World War II in Washington, D.C. It’s situated
between the Lincoln Memorial and the Washing-
ton Monument on the National Mall. Completed
in 2004, it came too late for most WWII vets to
see it, and most of those remaining have not had
the money or the means to view this magnificent
homage to their efforts during the war. We’ll talk
about how that’s being corrected in a moment.

I count among my friends a great guy who flew
P-47s in Europe during the war. Then-lieutenant
Dick Plowden was assigned to ground-support
missions in France and Germany. Many men prob-
ably owe him their lives as he pounded elements
of Germany’s Wehrmacht in front of them with
.50-caliber machine gun fire and bombs. His air-
craft was once crippled and unable to fly further
while on a mission over the Rhine River. An oil
line was severed by flak and his canopy was torn
up, raking his face bloody with its plastic shards.
Painfully, he bailed out, lucky to be rescued by
ground troops. After recuperation and receiving a

Purple Heart, he was soon back in the cockpit of
another plane to continue supporting our guys on
the ground. Dick survived, and when he returned
from the war, he continued to serve in the Army
Air Corps reserves, and then in the USAF reserves,
retiring as a Lt. Colonel.

Earlier this year, Dick called me and told me
had heard about and had contacted Honor Flight
Arizona (honorflightaz.org). I didn’t know much
about this organization, but it turns out that these
folks have made it their mission to fly remaining
Arizona WWII vets to Washington, D.C. at no
expense to them in order to view their memorial
and the other war memorials in our nation’s capi-
tol. Honor Flight Arizona is but one hub in the
national Honor Flight organization
(honorflight.org). They told Dick they would
schedule him for a flight in the fall, but that he
would require someone to accompany him as his
guardian during the event who would be willing
to fly at his or her own expense. Normally, this
privilege is fulfilled by family members, but Dick
has no sons or daughters, and his wife had passed
away not long ago. He asked me if I would be
willing to do this. I jumped at the chance – a small

favor for someone who was flying in harm’s way
valiantly for us all when I was just a small child.

To make a long story short, Dick and I joined
26 other WWII veterans and their guardians on a
flight in September 2015. It included two women
– an Army WAC supply sergeant who served in
San Francisco and a Navy WAVE who performed
administrative work in Washington, D.C. South-
west Airlines first flew us to St. Louis for a brief
stopover, and then on to Baltimore, where we
were billeted in a local hotel.

The next morning we boarded the bus at the
hotel, and made our way first to the Navy Memori-
al in D.C. All of us were color-coded by our t-
shirts on the trip – the WWII vets in yellow, and
the guardians in light blue.

We next made a brief stop at the Franklin Roo-
sevelt Memorial, where Dick and I took a breather
by the Potomac River. There was a nice view of the
Washington Monument. The next stop was the one
that this group was really looking forward to see –
the World War II Memorial [large photo above].
According to the website, wwiimemorial.com,
“the World War II Memorial honors the 16 million
who served in the armed forces of the U.S., the
more than 400,000 who died, and all who sup-
ported the war effort from home. Symbolic of the
defining event of the 20th Century, the memorial
is a monument to the spirit, sacrifice, and commit-

SNS Casting Hard-Cast Lead Bullets43

In its long history, the famed gunmaking firm of

Smith & Wesson has had very few dead-end prod-
ucts that never achieved significant success. Some
of these included the Model 1913 .35 caliber
pocket pistol and the tiny Model 61 .22 caliber Es-
cort pistol. These were simply financial disappoint-
ments. But in 1941, one of the least known
dead-end guns in S&W’s history almost proved to
be a complete disaster for the company and could
have ended its very existence. This is its story.

In 1939, Smith & Wesson was struggling to get
out of the throes of the Great Depression, and was
in deep financial stress. They were seeking new
business that could lift them out of their problems.
You can imagine the company’s joy when the
British government approached them to consider
designing and producing a new light military rifle.
The challenge was immediately accepted, and the
project was assigned to Edward S. Pomeroy, then
the plant superintendent and chief designer. Al-
though Pomeroy lacked much actual design experi-
ence, he went right to work, completing his unique
design on June 28, 1939. Patents for his innovations
were subsequently obtained on September 3, 1940.

The new rifle was unlike anything seen before
or since. It was a semiautomatic open-bolt blow-
back design, chambered to fire 9mm Luger ammu-
nition. Fairly heavy since it was all machined steel
except for the plastic stock, it weighed about 9
pounds when loaded with a full 20-round maga-
zine. The barrel measured 9-3/4” long, with the
overall length coming in at a bit more than 32”.
What was immediately noticed about the gun was
what appeared to be an unusually large magazine,
and the fact that there was no visible ejection port
in the very long receiver. What Pomeroy had de-
signed was unique. The “large magazine” was in

fact a housing that also served as a forward grip. In
its front half, it contained the actual magazine. The
rear half was hollow, forming a chute to channel
the ejected casings straight down, thus keeping the
hot brass away from the user or nearby personnel.
A reciprocating operating handle moved through a
long slot in the top right of the receiver. The rear
sight was micrometer adjustable for elevation, and
the front sight was fixed. The barrel had 12 longitu-
dinal flutes to reduce weight. A rotating safety lever
was located behind the trigger. When the trigger
was pulled, the bolt went forward, chambering and
firing the cartridge. This first model used a floating
firing pin hit by a hammer within the bolt, cammed
forward by a projection in the receiver as the bolt
slammed home. As the bolt moved rearward and
passed a significant distance beyond the rear of the
magazine, an overhead ejector forced the empty
case down off the face of the bolt, dropping it
through the chute in the housing. A last round bolt-
holding device was incorporated.

Immediately after submitting the design and
some prototypes to the British, S&W started tooling
up to produce what was then known as the 9mm
Light Rifle. Enough interest was generated that the
British government advanced S&W one million dol-
lars to continue the project. In today’s terms that was
peanuts. However, in 1940 that was a stupendous
amount and promised S&W a potential contract and
the company’s financial salvation. Production rifles
were first assembled in 1940 and the gun officially
became the Model 1940 Light Rifle.

And then stuff began to hit the fan, jeopardizing
the entire project. First of all, American 9mm am-
munition (with which the rifle was tested in Amer-
ica) was loaded to much lower pressure than that
the European standard. Accordingly, when tested
with the hotter overseas ammo, the extra pressure

took its toll. The rifle was prone to having its re-
ceiver’s end cap battered and broken off after
1,000 rounds or so. The Brits told the Americans
that the rifle was not surviving the required 5,000-
round test, and they requested an immediate engi-
neering effort to correct the problem.

Smith & Wesson responded quickly with a sec-
ond model. Its visually distinguishing feature was a
rotating oversleeve that not only reinforced the re-
ceiver, but also acted as a bolt-lock safety, replac-
ing the sear-blocking lever used on the first version.
A fixed firing pin in the bolt made the primer igni-
tion system simpler. S&W then designated the first
version as the Mark I and the second type as the
Mark II. The majority of the rifles obtained by the
British were of the Mark I type, with only 200 of
the 1,010 bought for the British and Canadians
being the Mark II version, made in 1941. Those ri-
fles shipped to the British Empire were sent in
wooden crates, each containing ten rifles. Also in-
cluded for each rifle were a barrel wrench, an in-
struction booklet, a sling and two magazines. 

The British adoption of the Light Rifle was not to
be. It had several strikes against it. Chamber in-
spection was close to impossible. It was very ex-
pensive to manufacture, with most parts milled
from forgings. The final problem was that if there
was a cartridge jam, disassembly of the rifle was
required to in order to clear it. It was the death
knell for a potential combat weapon. All but five of
those in British or Canadian possession were cut in
half and dumped in the ocean after the war. Those
five survivors ended up as museum pieces in the
Tower of London, the British Military Museum, and
Enfield Arsenal.

Upon rejection of the S&W contract, the British
demanded return of their million-dollar advance
payment. To counter this, Carl Hellstrom (later

President of S&W) proposed and negotiated a deal
where the company would instead supply much-
needed revolvers at a certain rate equal to the sum
of the advance. This undoubtedly saved the com-
pany from bankruptcy. Hellstrom was quoted as
saying that this negotiation was “the biggest chal-
lenge of my life.” Although the Light Rifle project
was a disaster, it finally resulted, through revolver
sales, in the much-needed answer to Smith & Wes-
son’s financial woes. Eventual additional wartime
contracts with the British and U.S. governments be-
came the company’s salvation.

The few post-war Light Rifles in U.S. collector
hands were originally considered class III firearms
by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms,
since they were technically “short barreled rifles.”
However, in 1974, Smith & Wesson uncovered a
small group of crated, unfired Model 1940 Light
Rifles – a bonanza for collectors. In 1975, ATF was
successfully petitioned by a dealer to exempt these
guns from the National Firearms Act, with no oner-
ous paperwork or tax required to possess them. On
March 30, 1975, 130 Mark I rifles and 80 Mark II
rifles were released for sale. These were eagerly
snapped up, and have become extremely valuable
collector items today. The gun illustrated is a Mark I
made in 1940. It’s owned by AZFirearms.com in
Avondale, Arizona, and I was pleased to get per-
mission to handle and photograph it.

It’s strange that “dead end” guns from major
manufacturers become attractive and valuable so
many years after their failure as possible commer-
cial successes. Because they are rare, usually
unique and historically important, they become
keenly sought after. The S&W Model 1940 Light Ri-
fles are part of this phenomenon, and have become
definite classics. They provide a fascinating glimpse
into a previously little-known World War II story.

Immediately after submitting the design and
some prototypes to the British, S&W started tooling
up to produce what was then known as the 9mm
Light Rifle. Enough interest was generated that the
British government advanced S&W one million dol-
lars to continue the project. In today’s terms that was
peanuts. However, in 1940 that was a stupendous
amount and promised S&W a potential contract and
the company’s financial salvation. Production rifles
were first assembled in 1940 and the gun officially
became the Model 1940 Light Rifle.

And then stuff began to hit the fan, jeopardizing
the entire project. First of all, American 9mm am-
munition (with which the rifle was tested in Amer-
ica) was loaded to much lower pressure than that
the European standard. Accordingly, when tested
with the hotter overseas ammo, the extra pressure

took its toll. The rifle was prone to having its re-
ceiver’s end cap battered and broken off after
1,000 rounds or so. The Brits told the Americans
that the rifle was not surviving the required 5,000-
round test, and they requested an immediate engi-
neering effort to correct the problem.

Smith & Wesson responded quickly with a sec-
ond model. Its visually distinguishing feature was a
rotating oversleeve that not only reinforced the re-
ceiver, but also acted as a bolt-lock safety, replac-
ing the sear-blocking lever used on the first version.
A fixed firing pin in the bolt made the primer igni-
tion system simpler. S&W then designated the first
version as the Mark I and the second type as the
Mark II. The majority of the rifles obtained by the
British were of the Mark I type, with only 200 of
the 1,010 bought for the British and Canadians
being the Mark II version, made in 1941. Those ri-
fles shipped to the British Empire were sent in
wooden crates, each containing ten rifles. Also in-
cluded for each rifle were a barrel wrench, an in-
struction booklet, a sling and two magazines. 

The British adoption of the Light Rifle was not to
be. It had several strikes against it. Chamber in-
spection was close to impossible. It was very ex-
pensive to manufacture, with most parts milled
from forgings. The final problem was that if there
was a cartridge jam, disassembly of the rifle was
required to in order to clear it. It was the death
knell for a potential combat weapon. All but five of
those in British or Canadian possession were cut in
half and dumped in the ocean after the war. Those
five survivors ended up as museum pieces in the
Tower of London, the British Military Museum, and
Enfield Arsenal.

Upon rejection of the S&W contract, the British
demanded return of their million-dollar advance
payment. To counter this, Carl Hellstrom (later

President of S&W) proposed and negotiated a deal
where the company would instead supply much-
needed revolvers at a certain rate equal to the sum
of the advance. This undoubtedly saved the com-
pany from bankruptcy. Hellstrom was quoted as
saying that this negotiation was “the biggest chal-
lenge of my life.” Although the Light Rifle project
was a disaster, it finally resulted, through revolver
sales, in the much-needed answer to Smith & Wes-
son’s financial woes. Eventual additional wartime
contracts with the British and U.S. governments be-
came the company’s salvation.

The few post-war Light Rifles in U.S. collector
hands were originally considered class III firearms
by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms,
since they were technically “short barreled rifles.”
However, in 1974, Smith & Wesson uncovered a
small group of crated, unfired Model 1940 Light
Rifles – a bonanza for collectors. In 1975, ATF was
successfully petitioned by a dealer to exempt these
guns from the National Firearms Act, with no oner-
ous paperwork or tax required to possess them. On
March 30, 1975, 130 Mark I rifles and 80 Mark II
rifles were released for sale. These were eagerly
snapped up, and have become extremely valuable
collector items today. The gun illustrated is a Mark I
made in 1940. It’s owned by AZFirearms.com in
Avondale, Arizona, and I was pleased to get per-
mission to handle and photograph it.

It’s strange that “dead end” guns from major
manufacturers become attractive and valuable so
many years after their failure as possible commer-
cial successes. Because they are rare, usually
unique and historically important, they become
keenly sought after. The S&W Model 1940 Light Ri-
fles are part of this phenomenon, and have become
definite classics. They provide a fascinating glimpse
into a previously little-known World War II story.

SAVE YOUR BRASS!
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By Cameron Benz
I recently decided to add a sound suppressor

to my home-defense Gen-4 GLOCK 19. When
most people choose a home-defense weapon,
they don’t take into account noise, and what fir-
ing multiple rounds out of that firearm – indoors
without hearing protection – would do to their
hearing should they ever need the gun for its
intended purpose. I do.

I own multiple 1911s and GLOCKs. Examining
the problem, in short order it became obvious
that adding a suppressor to the gun would be
much more easily accomplished on a GLOCK than
a 1911. Installing a threaded barrel to a 1911
would entail having a new barrel fitted. With
GLOCKs, by contrast, threaded drop-in barrels are
readily available, either from the aftermarket or as
factory units straight from GLOCK. Aftermarket bar-
rels generally utilize “American” 1/2”-28 right-
hand threads whereas the factory 9mm GLOCK

barrel uses “European” 13.5mm x 1.0 left-hand
threads. This is something to keep in mind if shar-
ing a silencer among various pistols. Since I opted
for a factory GLOCK threaded barrel, whichever
silencer I selected would need the 13.5mm x 1.0
left-hand threads.

Historically, suppressors have had a negative
effect on autopistol reliability. Most autopistols
operate by having the front of the barrel tilt up,
while the back tilts down. The weight of the sup-
pressor out front would retard upward movement
of the front of the barrel, so much so that guns

would frequently fail to cycle. To solve this prob-
lem, good quality modern suppressors are fitted
with “boosters” (sometimes called a Nielsen
device), essentially a spring-loaded, gas-activated
piston that, when you fire the gun, protrudes
from the back of the suppressor body and “pops”
the front of the slide, giving it extra rearward
energy, thus allowing the gun to cycle. Even with
the booster doing its bit, my G19 does cycle
noticeably more slowly with the suppressor
installed. However, it always DOES cycle. I have
yet to experience a malfunction with my
gun/suppressor combo.

I had been using Warren Tactical Series sights,
plain black on black. However, they weren’t tall
enough to clear the silencer, therefore the sight
picture would just wash out against the back of a
matte black silencer body. Black on black on black
is a recipe for invisible sights. I considered taller
silencer sights, but couldn’t find anything I liked.
Instead I chose a set of Ameriglo CAP sights with a
high-visibility front blade that stands out against
the back of the silencer. Also I liked the idea of not
having significantly different height sights among

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my various carry/competition GLOCKs. Shooting
with both eyes open, I find my brain superimposes
the sight picture picked up by my right eye over
the target picked up by my left. It may sound
strange, but it works for me.

I had two hard criteria for my silencer. (1) I
wanted the pistol to be hearing safe if discharged
inside a building. OSHA standards list 140 deci-
bels as the threshold for hearing damage with
impulse noise (instantaneous, sharp sounds, as
opposed to sustained noise). A typical gunshot
from a 9mm handgun runs about 160 dB, give or
take a few dB. Suppressed, that can be brought
down to about 130 dB at the shooter’s ear. This
criterion eliminated any of the “K” (short) silencer
models as most were right on the threshold of 140
dB. (2) The silencer had to be capable of being dis-
assembled for cleaning. Other, minor criteria were
fairly vague, things like not too big, not too heavy,
etc. This all pretty well narrowed my list down to
models from SilencerCo and Advanced Armament
Corporation (AAC). After a process of elimination,
my last two candidates were the SilencerCo
Octane HD 9 and the AAC TiRant 9. Then, right
before the SHOT Show, I found a sale on the AAC
TiRant 9 that made my decision for me.

I am very pleased with the AAC TiRant 9.
Given its grade 9 titanium outer body, hard
anodized 7075-T6 aluminum baffle, and heat
treated 17-4 stainless steel blast baffle, the entire
unit weighs only 8.8 ounces according to my
postal scale. Having that much weight hanging
off the front of the gun is just enough to signifi-
cantly dampen muzzle flip and perceived recoil,
however the gun’s balance and handling qualities
are impacted less than you might expect. The
G19 is still light and slick and fast handling. Even
though the sights do not clear the suppressor
body, using the Cirillo Silhouette Point technique,
where you use the shape of the gun, and in this

case the suppressor body, as well, as, in essence,
one big sight, fast A-zone hits on multiple USPSA
targets at 5-7 yards came easily. At distance I find
the sights/target superimposed approach men-
tioned before works better.

By the time I wound up paying for the dis-
counted silencer, and miscellaneous fees, in total
my silencer wound up costing $1,025. Let’s take
into account that, if I ever had to use it in self-
defense, my gun, with silencer attached, would in
all probability wind up in a police evidence locker
for a few months, until a grand jury could give my
actions its blessing. Frankly, this doesn’t bother
me. My hearing, and the hearing of my loved
ones, is more important to me than the money I
spent on a silencer that has, by this time, done its
job. Besides, when I get it back, I won’t have to
replace batteries in it like I would in a hearing aid.

Some may say they keep earmuffs near their
home-defense piece; they’ll throw them on when
the balloon goes up, so they don’t need a sup-
pressed gun. They fail to take into account, their
loved ones probably don’t.

With suppressor removed, the G19 still serves
as my daily concealed-carry gun. (I do install the
thread protector to the end of the barrel when car-
rying concealed.) But when I get home and the
gun makes its magical transformation from con-
cealment piece to domicile-defense weapon, the
AAC TiRant 9 and SureFire X300 weapon-mounted
light get installed. Firing the gun with suppressor
in place and no hearing protection, running Black
Hills 147-grain JHP subsonic ammo, which is of
course more easily suppressed than supersonic
9mm, muzzle blast is quite tolerable. It’s still obvi-
ously there, but not unpleasant or injurious. My
GLOCK 19 has now become a gun I could fire for
multiple rounds inside a small room (for instance,
my bedroom at 2 A.M.) without damaging my
hearing, or that of my loved ones. I LIKE that.

Shhh...Can I Have a Moment of Silence?

The rear of the silencer unscrews to allow piston replace-
ment. By pulling it forward and turning it to the next

internal notch, the end user can adjust point of impact to
more closely match POA of the unsilenced pistol.

The brightly colored AmeriGlo replacement front sight
with tritium insert stands out well against the back of the

matte black silencer body.

In my recent review of the Chiappa mare’s leg

[November 2015 issue], I mentioned that Rossi
also makes their version of mare’s leg called the
Ranch Hand, and promised a review. Like the Chi-
appa tested previously, my sample Ranch hand
was chambered in .357 Magnum.

The Ranch Hand differs in several important
ways from the Chiappa. To start with, it’s consider-
ably larger. The Chiappa has a 9” barrel and short
butt. The Ranch Hand has a 12” barrel and longer
butt. Overall length of the Chiappa is 20”. The
Rossi goes 24”. While the Chiappa is patterned
closely after Josh Randall’s mare’s leg from
“Wanted Dead Or Alive,” the Ranch hand is much
more like (and I hate to use the term because of its
legal connotations) a short rifle rather than a long
handgun. Though legally it’s still classified as a
handgun, thus immune from the 16” minimum
barrel length rule.

The Ranch Hand’s longer barrel also means a
longer magazine tube. Magazine capacity of the
Chiappa is four rounds of .357 Magnum, five in
.38 Special; with a round in the chamber that
makes it either a 5-shot or 6-shot gun, respec-
tively. In the Ranch Hand, capacity jumps one
round regardless of cartridge, with .357s it’s a 6-
shot gun all-up, with .38 Specials it’s a 7-shooter.
Unfortunately, in common with most Winchester
1892 pattern guns chambered for .357 Magnum,
hand cycling ammo through the Ranch Hand re-
vealed it would not reliably feed the shorter .38
Special cartridges, so all testing was done with
.357 Magnum.

The Chiappa features straightforward handgun-
like post notch sights. The Ranch Hand has a brass
bead front sight coupled to a buckhorn rear. The
Ranch Hand has a large loop lever, unlike the Chi-
appa. It also, unlike the Chiappa, and at variance
to the classic Winchester 1892, has an external
safety lever. 

The forend on the Ranch Hand has much more
belly that the Chiappa’s. This means it didn’t fit
into my Mernickle mare’s leg holster (previously
shown in the Chiappa article). Well, that’s not
technically true, it did “fit” in the sense the gun
could, with some effort, be forced into the holster.
But getting it out again could not be accomplished
in any sort of timely fashion.

The Rossi Ranch Hand was test fired with the
same two .357 Magnum loads as the Chiappa.
From Black Hills came their 158-gr. CNL, in-
tended to give .38 Special ballistics in a .357 Mag-
num casing, for both light recoil and feed
reliability in Model 92s used in Cowboy Action
Shooting. The other load was the full-power Win-
chester 125-gr. JHP.

From the Chiappa’s 9” barrel, the Black Hills
load went 952 feet per second, the Winchester
was 1,840 fps. I was curious how much velocity
difference the Ranch Hand’s extra 3” of barrel
would make, velocity-wise. Answer: with the
Black Hills (essentially .38 Special in a .357
Magnum casing, therefore a low-pressure load),
not much, 986 fps, only a 34 fps difference. With
the much higher pressure Winchester full-power
.357 load, on the hand, the difference was much
more profound, it trucked on out of the Ranch
Hand at 1,956 fps, an extra 116 fps. That’s pretty
darn smokin’.

Accuracy with the Black Hills load was 2-
13/16”. With the Winchester it was 3-15/16”. Not
exactly gilt-edged accuracy. In the case of the
Winchester load, that may have been because re-
coil was extremely punishing. While, when testing
the Chiappa from the bench, muzzle flip was so
extreme my friend Cameron commented, “Every
time you pulled the trigger on that thing, I kept ex-
pecting you to turn to me with a bloody nose,” the
truth is it wasn’t at all painful. The Ranch Hand
was painful. In the Chiappa’s case, a lot of the re-
coil was dissipated by muzzle flip. In the case of
the Ranch Hand, perhaps because of the longer
barrel, forend and magazine tube, therefore much
more weight out front, there was much less muz-
zle flip, the gun recoiled much more straight to the
rear. Every time I fired it, with the short butt
snugged up to my cheek, it felt like my face was
trying to become one with my teeth, and when I
was done I had red welts on my face. I’m not
going to say that firing five rounds of full-power
.357 Magnum out of the Ranch Hand from the
bench was the most painful, least pleasant thing
I’ve ever done in my shooting career, but it’s defi-
nitely in the top four. I will say that three of those
five bullets went into a tight 3/4” group, which in-
dicates to me the gun is capable of shooting more
accurately than I was capable of firing it.

The Rossi Ranch Hand
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This was not the most fun gun I have ever shot in
my life. However, if I can believe what I read online,
a lot of people love theirs. Maybe you’ll be one of
them. The Rossi Ranch Hand is available in .357
Magnum, .44 Magnum, and .45 Colt. Just the idea

of firing a Ranch Hand in .44 Magnum makes my
teeth hurt. If I was in the market for a Ranch Hand, I
would be looking hard at the non-Magnum, much
more lightly recoiling .45 Colt chambering.

The Rossi Ranch Hand is a somewhat
elongated version of the mare’s leg 
pattern with a 12” barrel and 

correspondingly lengthened magazine
tube, and a longer buttstock.

The front sight features a brass bead.

The Ranch Hand features a safety
lever on top of the receiver.

On the left hand side of the Ranch
Hand is found a saddle ring.

The lever is the large loop style, the
buttstock shortened compared to a

full-sized rifle.

The forend has considerable belly. Note the buckhorn rear sight.

A few weeks after the November 11, 1918

World War I Armistice all battlefield promotions
made by General of the Armies J.J. Pershing were
overturned by rear-echelon brass back in Washing-
ton, D.C. My grandfather, Mustang Lieutenant
Colonel of artillery W.T. Dillon, was bumped back
down to his permanent rank of Captain. To soften
this blow, General Pershing made granddad the
jack-of-all-trades, de-facto commander of the pri-
mary AEF out-shipment port at St. Nazaire, France.
There, over the next half-year, he ran not only the
Artillery and Ordnance but also the Signal Corps
and Engineers departments. After more than 20
years of combat service on four different conti-
nents Grandpa Dillon was now responsible for
loading and sending back to America everything
from locomotives to captured German biplanes,
on hundreds of cargo ships. He was fortunately
excused from any share of Pershing’s primary
headache: personnel, the return of over a million
uniformed Americans from Europe.

Long before the Armistice, for more than a
year, Pershing had been badgered by Senators and
Congressmen to assist in the creation of a pro-
posed National Military Museum. The American
counterpart to Britain’s Imperial War Museum,
then also in the planning stages, it would be
administered by the Smithsonian Institution, and
located in Washington, D.C. Both potential muse-
ums on opposite sides of the Atlantic were
inspired by a traveling exhibit featuring captured
German guns, uniforms, and many other battle-
field trophies. This exhibit was very successful in
drumming up coast-to-coast American enlistments
in 1917. But Pershing was too busy trying to win
the war that year and the next to respond to the
constant stateside requests for specific kinds of
loot for museological pipe dreams. After the allied

victory, the requests continued. So, consummate
administrator that he was, General Pershing
passed the buck down the chain of command, and
dumped the “military museum” project in my
grandfather’s lap. 

Captain Dillon consequently began filling out
the Smithsonian’s “wish list” one item at a time,
finding a German tank here, a German field
kitchen there, and a German field telegraphy sta-
tion somewhere else. The best examples of each
were set-aside in a large St. Nazaire warehouse
reserved for the ever-growing collection for the
proposed museum. By September 1919, Grandpa
Dillon had enough German war loot to fill an
entire steamship. He did just that, loading all of it
onto the USS Santa Rosa (Figure 2), his final offi-
cial act at St. Nazaire, then came aboard himself.
The Santa Rosa, an American Expeditionary Force
troop ship, now made her final return voyage to
the United States. She carried more than 2,700
tons of German military souvenirs but only 50
human passengers. On Pershing’s orders, Captain
Dillon delivered this official AEF collection to the
Smithsonian Institution by truck and by freight
train. Then, on September 26, 1919, as a Califor-
nia war hero, he was presented by Senator Hiram
Johnson and Congressman Julius Kahn to both
houses, where he received the thanks of a grateful
government. Still recuperating from a deadly Ger-
man mustard gas attack a year earlier, granddad
then headed from Washington, D.C., to Washing-
ton State: Fort Lewis, to be exact, to take up com-
mand of the first fully-mechanized 8-inch how-
itzer artillery company in the American Army. 

Unfortunately, by the 1920s, the American
public, earlier imbued with patriotic fervor, now
wanted to put war and everything smacking of
militarism behind it. Plans for the National Mili-
tary Museum fizzled, and it was never built. Even-

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tually, different service branches claimed portions
of grandpa Dillon’s collection. The Fort Sill
Artillery Museum got some of the captured Ger-
man field pieces, Fort Knox got some of the Ger-
man tanks, and so forth and so on. A couple of
years ago, during a research visit to the Smithson-
ian Institution, I was very disappointed to discover
that the remaining portions of the 2,700 tons of
captured German World War I loot Captain W.T.
Dillon brought over on the Santa Rosa had been
thrown away decades earlier. 

Fortunately, a few personal war trophies had
not been turned over to the fickle feds in 1919.
One of these, an 8mm Mauser (Figure 1) became
the Dillon family saddle gun. Granddad was no
stranger to Mausers: over his remarkable military
career he had been shot at by troops armed with
them on two different continents, and carried one
himself on a third. Of the many thousands of
8mm German military rifles and carbines in the
hands of American collectors, hunters, and target
shooters today, the vast majority are WWII-vin-
tage guns.

Model 1898
rifles and car-
bines, Dough-
boy souvenirs from World War I like the one
granddad hauled back from Europe in 1919, are
much scarcer. Ours is a Kar98 carbine made at
Erfurt in 1916 for the Imperial German cavalry
and field artillery, a century old this year. It has
the short barrel, just 23-1/4 inches long, and a
“type 1” walnut stock, with no forepiece grooves,
and weighs 7 lbs. Its low, four-digit serial number
matches in all three locations. The Erfurt Arsenal
was a leading producer of Model 1898 8mm
Mausers, with over 13,000 employees at peak
production in 1918. Captain Dillon modified his
captured Mauser, turning it into a “sporter” with
the help of his oldest son, my then-14-year-old
Uncle Bill, in 1925. This father-son project recre-
ated, albeit in a larger caliber, the cavalry carbine
granddad had been issued by the Orange Free

State when he fought as an Irish-American volun-
teer against the British in 1899 (Blue Press #263). 

The 8mm Mauser, also commonly called the
7.92 x 57 or 8 x 57, is arguably the single most
important rifle cartridge in military firearms histo-
ry. A greater number of successful military and
sporting cartridges, including our own beloved
.30-06 and current .308, are descended from it
than from any other. Introduced in 1888, it was
the first German military round designed for
smokeless powder from the get-go. Overnight it
made just about every other rifle cartridge obso-
lete. The earliest Mauser design, a single shot,
black powder, bolt action firing an 11mm bullet,
was adopted by the Germans in 1871, just after
their victory in the Franco-Prussian War. This first
Mauser became a repeater once a tubular maga-
zine, completely hidden by its forepiece, was
added. However, the German military rifles and
carbines developed for the brand-new 8mm
smokeless round were not true Mausers. The
Gewehr 1888 design, while still a bolt action,

owed more to
Mannlicher
antecedents
than to
Mauser ones.
Its loading
system was
problematic,
for its exposed
metal maga-
zine box,
faired into the
front of the
trigger guard,
could not be
reloaded until
all five rounds
in the detach-
able clip with-

in had been fired and the clip jettisoned. 
So Mauser designers began work to improve

the Gewehr 1888, hoping to cure its shortcom-
ings. By 1890 they had developed a much better
bolt action with a completely internal 5-shot mag-
azine. This could be fully charged with a stripper
clip (Figure 3) then “topped up” as needed. Old-
fashioned rivals of the new Mauser were single-
shot, black-powder arms like the American Rem-
ington Rolling Block and the British Martini-
Henry. These obsolete guns were abandoned in
cobwebby armories around the world as military
buyers from Africa, Asia, Latin America and the
Middle East clamored for the new German bolt-
action smokeless repeaters. 

From the very beginning, however, the Ger-
mans considered the 8mm to be their own propri-

etary round, to be withheld from foreign buy-
ers. They gladly sold Mausers to the Spaniards

in 7mm, to the Swedes in 6.5mm, and so forth
and so on, but reserved the 7.92 x 57 for them-
selves. They didn’t want to end up fighting against
any other military power evenly matched with
their own preferred caliber. So, three years after
the introduction of the Model 1888 German
Infantry Rifle and its 8mm cartridge, came the
Model 1891 Mauser, chambered for a smaller,
7.65 x 53 cartridge. This was commonly called the
“Argentine” Mauser, after the country that, early
on, bought so many thousands of them. Soon,
other South American countries, Bolivia, Colom-
bia, Ecuador and Peru, also ordered rifles in this
caliber. So did the Turks, Germany’s eventual allies
two decades later in WWI. The “Mauser” name
now became synonymous with “bolt action.”

Next out was the Model 1892 Mauser, cham-
bered for the even smaller
caliber 7 x 57 cartridge. This
became one of the world’s
most popular and wide-
spread rounds. Over the next
several years tens of thou-
sands of ever-improving
infantry rifles and cavalry
carbines (Mauser bolt-action
Models 1893, 1895 and
1896) were chambered for it,
and sold on every occupied
continent. The 7mm “Span-
ish” Mauser Model 1893 was
the rifle American troops
came up against in both
Cuba and the Philippines
during the Spanish-American
War and then, later, the
Philippine Insurrection. The
carbine issued to my grand-
father by the Boers in South Africa in 1899 was a
Model 1896 Mauser in 7 x 57. Grandpa Dillon,
an irregular cavalryman, came to appreciate its
reliability and accuracy. A decade later, Model
1895 7mm “Mexican” Mausers were the most
common long arms in the hands of Federal troops
during the long, drawn-out, Mexican Revolution
between 1910 and 1921, and many revolutionary
battles were fought where both sides shot this
same round at each other. Grandpa Dillon re-
acquainted himself with this old friend during two
tours on the Mexican Border in 1914 and 1916.
Meanwhile, Mauser had also developed its
“Swedish” 6.5 x 55 Model 1894 rifle and car-
tridge, which became standard for the Swedish
Military, and a very popular hunting cartridge in
Scandinavia. Norway also adopted this same car-
tridge for its own unique Krag bolt-action design.

After a full decade of constant improvement,
and of using the armies of many other countries
for trial-and-error field-testing of its products,
Mauser made its final changes to its basic bolt-
action design. The new Mauser Model 1898 was
accepted as the replacement for the old,

Mannlicher-inspired, German Army 1888 Model.
The Mauser 1898 Gewehr, chambered for the
standard 7.92 x 57 military round, now had three
locking lugs integral to its action: it was by far the
strongest bolt action yet developed. Infantry rifles
had very long 29-inch barrels; cavalry versions
were much shorter. Grandpa Dillon saw the new
Model 1898 Gewehr Mausers in action in China
during the summer of 1900, the first time they
were ever used in combat. They were in the hands
of German troops marching alongside Dillon’s
own American Army units, fellow members of the
“Eight Nations” allied forces fighting against the
Chinese Boxers.

The 8mm Mauser round, like all of its smaller
caliber brothers, employed a long, bottlenecked,
rimless casing. The 8mm bullet of 1888, carried
over for the first production 1898 Mausers, was an
elongated, nose-heavy, 226-grain affair. My grand-

father, in good Irish fashion,
disparaged it as the
“Cromwell” bullet, for it was
indeed a “round-head.” Its
diameter was .318. With a
standard smokeless charge in
the long barrel it was not par-
ticularly fast, just over 2000
fps. It was, however, hard-hit-
ting, and gave good accuracy
at mid-range distances, up to
500 yards. The German Army,
however, like all other Euro-
pean powers, did not train its
infantrymen to shoot at dis-
tances that American soldiers
considered “normal,” so this
bullet’s long-range (over 500
yard) shortcomings (so nose-
heavy, it oscillated, then tum-
bled) did not register on the

German military mind. Grandpa Dillon, as early as
1900, called it “the wobbler.”

After the great 1899-1902 proving ground of
the Boer War, itself a rehearsal for WWI, it became
obvious that a new and much more aerodynamic
bullet was needed. Consequently, the Germans
began to experiment with the Spitzer or spire-
point design. The new projectile looked like a
Jules Verne rocket ship, minus tailfins, completely
different from the old, blunt, “door-hinge pin”
1888 bullet. The new, second-generation 8mm
Mauser Spitzer bullet, standardized around 1905,
was a very great improvement over the old round
head. The 8mm Spitzer bullet was enlarged slight-
ly, from .318 to .323 in diameter, and, in keeping
with its streamlined shape, was also made much
lighter than the earlier projectile, down from 226
to 154 grains. Improved powder was also used,
and the new bullet cooked along 1/3rd faster than
its ancestor, just under 3000 fps. It tracked flat,
past 1,000 yards, keeping its “spin” much longer
than its antecedent. Second-generation 8mm
Mausers, after 1905, were all made for this new
round, and many earlier guns were also re-bored

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or re-barreled for it. All Model 1898 8mm Mauser
Rifles and Carbines produced for use in both
World Wars chambered the new, .323 diameter
Spitzer round. You could fire the old, “Cromwell”
1888 .318 rounds in the new 1898 .323 guns, but
why would you want to? “Uber-wobbler” to the
max, the small bullet, if fired in the large bore,
would gyrate through every axis except the one
leading to its target. And, when deadly dangerous
stupidity and brute force overpowered safety and
common sense, if new .323 rounds were
crammed into old, .318 guns, overheating, squib-
bing, and self-destruction were inevitable results. 

Once the Mauser designers produced the
Model 1898, they stopped fiddling with it. In their
opinion, the design was now perfect. Most serious
shooters since then have agreed with them. One
who did so was President Teddy Roosevelt, who,
like Grandpa Dillon, had come up against troops
firing 7mm
Spanish
Mausers on the
battlefield. One
of TR’s pet proj-
ects was the
U.S. 1903
Springfield, a
blatant copy of
the Mauser,
and the
superlative .30-
06 round,
stepchild of the
8mm. But this
is a story that
must await yet
another future
Blue Press
issue. The long-
barreled
infantry
Gewehr 1888 Mannlicher and 1898 Mauser rifles,
after the initial weeks of WWI maneuver during
the Summer of 1914 degenerated into the trench
stalemate, were unfortunately too unwieldy for
such cramped, confined use. So, from 1914
onwards, most Model 1898 guns were made as
“trench carbines,” with barrel lengths reduced
from 29 to 22 to 24 inches. Although identified as
Karabiners, these were not true cavalry/field
artillery “carbines,” just shorter-barreled infantry
rifles better adapted to trench warfare. They never-
theless retained cavalry/horse artillery features like
“eared” front-sight protectors and down-turned
bolts over rectangular stock cutouts, both neces-
sary concessions to horse-scabbards.

After “sporterization” Grandpa Dillon’s 8mm
Mauser became a favorite deer-killer, and a fair
number of Northern California muley bucks fell to
it (Figure 4). The homemade saddle gun reposed
inside a leather, mail-order, horse scabbard. It
hung on the wall when not bouncing around
under the seat of the family Dodge Brothers Tour-
ing Car or being pointed at deer out in the Coast

Range. Both little Billy and his dad shot WWI
surplus German military Spitzer ammo in their
Mauser carbine. This was because the few Ameri-
can manufacturers producing 8 x 57 ammunition
in the 1920s only made a single, compromise,
load which could be safely fired in both the 1888
.318 and the 1898 .323 guns. Predictably, it
worked poorly in both. Granddad never shot such
“wobblers,” for he had hauled many thousands of
rounds of German 8 x 57 milspec Spitzer ammo
back to the ‘states in 1919. This was not just for his
own use, but also for many Army colleagues, also
banging away on Pacific Coast military and civil-
ian ranges with captured “8-mil” Mausers
throughout the 1920s. There had been plenty of
available cargo space on the Santa Rosa for
palettes of captured ammunition.

I have loaded light, medium, and heavy bullets
to fire in granddad’s old saddle gun: 125-, 150-

and 175-grain
Spitzers, and
gotten reason-
able accuracy
from all three.
In my opinion,
the 125s are
too light. The
heavy, 175-
grain, bullets
produce rounds
closest to the
original Ger-
man military
180-grain loads
developed for
its 8mm belt-
fed machine
guns, like
Grandpa Dil-
lon’s captured
1917 water-

cooled, tripod-mounted Spandau, yet another
story for a future issue of The Blue Press. The most
consistent accuracy (and only moderate probabili-
ty of shoulder dislocation) comes with the 150-
grain Spitzer ahead of IMR-4895, which – loaded
a little light – still gives tolerable speeds in the
2500 fps range. 

The premier historical institution in our nation’s
capital may have thrown away tons of battlefield
trophies bought and paid for with American blood
and American lives, but the Dillon family will
never do so. Granddad’s 8mm Mauser saddle gun,
issued to enemy forces a hundred years ago, will
be protected and preserved forever. For genera-
tions to come it will remind us of the first of two
successive American triumphs over the supposedly
unbeatable German war machine. The Huns had
stymied our WWI allies for three long years until
American soldiers like Grandpa Dillon flooded
onto the Western Front, fought the enemy to a
standstill, and finally ended the fighting “over
there.” The family saddle gun still reminds us of
their sacrifice.
